As long-time advocates of health care reform, the U.S. Catholic bishops continue to make the moral case that genuine
health care reform must protect the life, dignity, consciences and health of all, especially the poor and vulnerable. Health
care reform should not advance a pro-abortion agenda in our country.

- On November 7, the U.S. House of Representatives passed major health care reform that reaffirms the essential,
longstanding and widely supported policy against using federal funds for elective abortions and includes positive measures

Care of God’s Creation....The Journey of Creation
Continues to the Fourth Day

We are continuing our journey through the creation
story so that we can fully appreciate the wonder of creation
and our stewardship relationship to all of God’s creation.
We use the Celtic tradition to get in touch with the wonder
and our relationship to creation because this tradition tells
the creation story so beautifully. The Fourth day is about
the Harmony of God.

And God said, ‘Let there be lights in the sky...to
give light upon the earth.” And it was so. God made the
two great lights-the greater light to rule the day and the
lesser light to rule the night-and the stars.

(Genesis 1:14-16)

The unbridled wind of God’s creativity gives birth
not only to the ‘beautiful firmness’ of the earth on the third
day, but now to the lights of the skies on the fourth day.
The sun, moon, and stars, in their harmonies of movement
and light, are further theophanies or showings of God. The
sun by day and the moon by night declare the mystery of
God. In the Celtic tradition, there was the belief that a love
of the lights of the skies, like a love of any aspect of
creation, brought with it a type of grace from God. The
mystery at the heart of creation is Love.

The Celtic peoples saw the light of the sun in
masculine terms; just as the light of the moon was seen as
feminine. The associations of the sun’s brilliance of
strength were with power and outward energy. It was
identified with clarity, with seeing things by the light of day,
and thus with reason and intellect. The light of the moon
was seen as soft and gentle. It was identified with the
intuitive and with the flow of feeling and emotion. It had
associations with the rhythm of the seasons, the ebb and
flow of the tides. The light of the moon does not banish the
dark as the sun does, flooding the world with its light.
Rather, the moon is like a lamp in the night. It knows the
night rather than fearing it. Darkness is allowed its space,
and mystery is revealed.

To speak of the mystery of God'’s life is to speak
also of the mystery of our lives, for we are made in the
image of God. The essence of who we are, therefore, is
neither masculine nor feminine. At heart we are an
unfathomable mystery, deeper than any such categories.
And yet there are manifestations from within us of both the
masculine and the feminine. Our inner world is a
microcosm of the outer. We know within ourselves a
combination of light. There is intellect and intuition, just as
there is reason as well as feeling. The Celtic tradition
celebrates the marriage of the two, both within ourselves
and in relationship. It encourages a discovery of the hidden
depths of who we are and an integration of these with what
we already know. God is the beauty that is within
everything that has been created, and His beauty draws all
things to Himself. The nature of God is love, and that this
Love wills to be loved by all. At the heart of who we are is a
longing for Love.

Meditate on the words derived from Job 38, “You give birth to the
lights of the skies.” Allow images and memories of the sun, moon
and stars to be recalled within you.
