    FROM THE PASTOR….. 
      
Dear Friends, 
 As we progress through Lent, my hope is that we 
are all doing something to make this season spiritually 
enriching.  This coming Thursday we will begin our Lenten 
Retreat: Celebrating the Paschal Mystery - The Journey 
to Newness of Life.  I hope you will be able to put aside the 
time to join us for this experience.  It will be prayerful, 
informative and, I believe, spiritually helpful.  If you can't 
make one night, please join us for the others. 
 For some, Lent means doing something really large.  
For others they see their Lenten journey in smaller steps.  I 
have already quoted Paula D'Arcy's book The Gift of the 
Bird once in last week's letter.  She found herself sharing 
her amazing story a lot and before she knew it something 
was happened without her realizing it. 
 "I found myself searching for more and more hours 
to give, and wearing thin doing 'good'  deeds.  Since the 
hours requested of me could not materialize from the ether, 
I began to rob my interior time bit by bit in order to have 
enough of me to go around.  This happened slowly and 
unsuspectingly, every decision seeming to make perfect 
sense.  I did not betray myself in one grandstand moment.  I 
repeated it in small, polite ones until my habit of doing so 
determined my life.  Repeatedly I spent less and less time 
with God, but in order to do more things for him.   I was 
chipping away at myself, but gently.  I couldn't hear it 
happening."  p. 44 
 Keeping a balance in our lives is so utterly 
important. That balance can be eaten away bit by bit. It can 
be the little things that continue to build up in our lives for 
good or for bad.  Our lives can be so fast paced that before 
we know it we realize we may truly be hurting ourselves.  
Likewise, if we can start doing some small things for 
ourselves, we truly help ourselves. The key in both 
situations is to take the time to assess where we are.  This 
is one of the reasons I find Lent such a blessed time. This is 
also one of the reasons why the Little Black Books are so 
helpful.  They ask for only 6 minutes of your time.  You may 
find the six minutes so helpful that you eventually find 
yourself wanting more time to be with the Lord in prayer and 
reflection. 
 Peter, James and John were present at the 
Transfiguration as we heard in today's gospel.  It was so 
magnificent that Peter blurted out; "Master, it is good that 
we are here."  However, he wanted to stay there instead of 
taking what he had seen and using it in his life.  We always 
need to be looking for God in our lives and all that we do.  
We also have to reflect on what he is asking of us.  Taking 
some quiet time during Lent is a key to making this happen.

FAST AND ABSTINENCE  

AND OTHER ACTS OF PENANCE  

FOR LENT  2010 

 
 The Bishops of the United States prescribe, as 
minimal obligation, that all persons who are fourteen years 
of age and older are bound to abstain from eating meat on  
all the Fridays of Lent and Good Friday.  Further, all 
persons eighteen years of age and older, up to and 
including their fifty-ninth birthday, are bound to fast by 
limiting themselves to a single full meal on Good Friday, 
while the other two meals on those days are to be light. 
 All the faithful are encouraged, when possible, to 
participate at Mass and to receive the Holy Eucharist daily, 
to celebrate frequently the Sacrament of Penance, to 
undertake spiritual reading, especially the study of the 
Sacred Scriptures, and to participate in parish Lenten 
devotions as well as Lenten education programs. Adoration 
of the Blessed Sacrament is especially recommended. 
 
 All are encouraged to participate in “Operation 
Rice Bowl,” which has aided countless hungry persons 
here in the Archdiocese as well as throughout our nation 
and our world. 
 
Special Note:  Because the Feast of Saint Joseph will be  
      on a Friday in Lent this year, the obligation to abstain  
      from meat does not bind on the Solemnity of Saint  
     Joseph, Friday, March 19, 2010.

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PEACE & JUSTICE COMMITTEE 
Care of God’s Creation:  Our Lenten Journey 

The interconnectedness of all of creation calls us to 
respond to global warming by acting in ways that reverse 
climate change and its impacts on the entire Earth 
Community.  We are also called upon to protect the earth 
and its creatures from the pollution of air, water and soil.  
We are called to conserve our resources, understanding 
that such resources like fresh water and fossil fuels are 
limited in quantity. 
 
The Catholic Coalition on Climate Change embraces 
the following three principles: 

1. Prudence:  A thoughtful, deliberate, and reasoned 

basis for taking action to achieve a moral good.  The 
Coalition accepts overwhelming scientific consensus about 
climate change.  As stewards of all creation, we must 
identify wise, careful actions that will reverse this climate 
change and avoid its potentially dangerous impact on all 
life. 

2. Poverty:  Any successful strategy must also reflect the 

genuine participation and concerns of the most affected and 
least able to bear the burdens. The Coalition seeks to find 
constructive ways to approach climate change from the 
bottom up. The Coalition strives to bring the voice of the 
poor to the public debate about climate change and ensure 
that resources are available to the most vulnerable. 
The Common Good:  Responses to global climate change 
should reflect our interdependence and common 
responsibility for the future or our planet.  As a wealthy 
nation and as the top contributor to greenhouse gases, we 
in the United States must help to shape responses that 
serve not only our own interests but those of the entire 
earth community. 
 
The IPCC or Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change 
(1,500 climatologists from around the world) have spent the 
last decade in an endless series of research and analysis 
on the problem of climate change. The increase in a 
colorless, odorless, non-poisonous gas called carbon 
dioxide is significant in this global warming problem.  Levels 
of carbon dioxide dramatically increased in our environment 
after the industrial revolution when we began to burn large 
amounts of coal, gas, oil and carbon-based fuels.  This gas 
by its molecular composition traps heat close to the 
atmosphere.  According to the IPCC, we’ve already 
increased the temperature about one 1 degree F and we 
see what happens.  The world gets a lot stormier, a lot 
wetter.  Warm air holds more vapor than cold air. When the 
temperature increases, there is a lot more evaporation in 
arid places and a lot more drought.  That evaporated water 
has to come down somewhere, so in places where it is wet 
there is a lot more precipitation, a lot more flooding.  Severe 
storms that drop more than two inches of rain in a twenty-
four hour period have increased about twenty percent 
across this continent against the baseline.  Unless we 
intervene, the steady rise in average temperature will mean 
about 20-30% of plant and animal species assessed so far  

are likely to be at increased risk of extinction.  Many millions 
more people than today are projected to experience floods 
as sea levels rise.  Between 75 and 250 million people are 
projected to be exposed to increased water stress.  We will 
see more migration of people. 
 
Things to do:  Turn down the thermostat and insulate 
doors and windows with weather stripping.  Wash 
clothing in cold water.  Research reputable scientific 
resources on climate change. 
 

      During Lent we will be presenting materials from 
publications - Catholics Going Green, Learning and Living 
Environmental Justice and Catholic Climate Covenant. We 
will be introducing the ST. FRANCIS PLEDGE at the end of 
Lent - a commitment we hope that you and your family will 
consider signing on to.  Our sacred journey continues.
